SUMMARY OF PROCEEDINGS OF THE TEXAS LIBRARY
AND HISTORICAL COMMISSION

On February 20, 1335, the Texas Library and Historical Com-
mission met in annual session in the Industrial Accident Hearing
Reom. A Committee was appointed to ask the Legislature for
additional janitor service. Investigation as to the advisability of
getting C.W.A assistance for a State Library building was to be
made. A committee was appointed to see if the Burean of Records
could be placed under the Archives Division of the library as it
logically belenged there.

. On January 17, 1936, the Texas Library and Historical Com-
mission met in annual session at the home of Miss Burleson, the
chairman. The Commission voted to release the Archivist from her
regular duties so that she might act as vice-chairman of the contest
for historical material when conducted by the Historical Advisory
Committee of the Centennial. Final action was deferred on the
request of the Legislature regarding lending archive material to the
Centennial Exposition until investigation could be made. The
Commission endorsed the movement of state-aid to Texas libraries
to be sponsored by the Texas Library Association. The Chairman
of the Commission and the library staff were re-elected, '

On June 27, 1936, the Texas Library and Historical Commission
met in special session with the Committee on Historical Exhibits,
Texas Centennial Céntral Exposition, for the purpose of deciding
whether to lend State archive material to the Centennial for display.
The Library Commission voted to lend certain documents for a
stipulated time and.-under such terms as agreed upon by both parties. -






REPORT OF THE STATE LIBRARIAN

GENERAL ADMINISTRATION

- CERTAIN FUNCTIONS OF THE LIBRARY AND HISTORICAL COM-
MISSION. The Texas Library and Historical Comymission, State
‘Library, is the head of public library development in Texas. In the
law creating the Commission (Revised Civil Statutes, 1925), specific
powers and duties are assigned to 1t as follows:

Art. 5436. . . . It [the Commission] shall give advice to such per-
sons as contemplate the establishment of public libraries, in regard to
such matters as the maintenance of public libraries, selection of books,
cataloguing and library management. Theé' Commission shall con-
duct library institutes and encourage library asscciations.

Art. 5441, Sec. 9. He [State Librarian] shall ascertain the condi-
tien of all public libraries in this State and report the results to the
Commission. He is authorized in his discretion to withhold from
libraries refusing or neglecting to furnish their annual reports ot such
other information as he may request, public documents furnished the
Commission for distribution, or inter-library loans desired by such
* libraries. oo gt

Art. 5446, The Commission shall make a biennial report to the
Governor, which shall include the biennial report of the State
Librarian. Said report shall present a comprehensive view of the
operation of the Commission in the discharge of the duties imposed

by this title, shall present a review of the library conditions in
this State. . . . : :

The county library law gives the State Librarian the following
authority (Revised Civil Statutes, 1925):

Art. 1687. Such libraries [county] shall alsc be under the super-
vision of the State Librarian, who shall, from time to time; either
personally or by one of his assistants, visit the county free. libraries
and inquire into their condition, advising with the librarians and
said court and rendering such assistance in all matters as he may be
able to give. '

. Although it is thus clearly set forth that th¢ Commission shall
promote library development, little can be done on the limited budget
it has always had. It was not until 1927 that a field worker was
added to the staff and, while much has been accomplished in com-
_parison to its resoutces, the groundwork has scarcely been laid. One
field worker can not reach 254 counties containing 262,398 square
miles, with a population of 6,000,000. Compare this with the field
work in some of the other departments, as the State Department of

Education with twenty-five high school supervisors alone; the Game,
Fish and Oyster Commission with not less than one hundred and
sixteen wardens; the Bureau of Barbet Examiners with sixteen in-
spectors. Certainly the enlightenment of the citizens of this State is
as important as the protection of its wild life and the sanitation of
its barber shops. '

CHANGE IN THE COMMISSION. The term of Mr. Abe Gordon
expired November 26, 1934, but his successor was not named until
January, 1936, when Governor Allred appointed Mr. George . Sears.

THE STAFF. The resignation of Miss Helen T. Coffin, General
Assistant, became effective June 1, 1936, when she accepted the posi-
tion as librarian of the La Retama Public Library, Corpus Christi.
The position was filled temporarily, pending the arrival of Miss
Beatrice Henderson, September 21, 1936. Miss A. Wright, night
librarian since August 1, 1918, resigned June 1, 1936, on account
of ill health. Mrs. Helen D. Underwood was chosen to succeed her
and will begin work September 8§, 1936. R

The library personnel consists of -the State Librarian and a staff
of eleven members. There is, also, an extramural assistant. In addi-
tion to the regular assistants there are from four to six part-time
assistants averaging eighteen hours a week each, except the part-time
cleaner, who works from four to six hours a week. )

MADE-T0-ORDER COLLECTIONS. These collections are made up
to meet the specific needs of the borrowers. They are lent to
clubs and other organizations to be circulated within the groups.
Especial effort has been made to meet the needs of the parent-teacher
associations and the pre-school study groups. During the biennium

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68 collections containing 639 books have been lent, 42 the first
year and 26 the second. Following is a list of the subjects and the

Books FOR THE BLIND. The library has collections for the
blind in Braille, New York Point. and Moon. Any blind verson in
the State may borrow books which are sent to readers free under
franking . privilege, There are 1,418 titles and 4,724 velumes of
Braille in the library; 386 titles and 1,581 volumes of Moon; and
438 titles and 994 volumes of New York Point. Instructions for
learning Braille and Moon are lent upon request. The library has
on file the names of 288 blind readers. The circulation for the
biennium was 6,158, of which 3,847 circulated the first year and
2,311 the second. This library is the distributing center for Texas
of books which are provided by the $100,000 annual appropriation
of Congress to the Library of Congress. A fund is also provided for
the Talking Book records, which are lent to any verson who has
a Talking Book machine manufactured by the American Foundation
for the Blind or a commercial machine that will satisfactorily
reproduce the records. The library received the first of these records
in September, 1934, There are now 120 boxes containing 266 books
and 1,570 records. Fifty-three blind persons in this district are
provided with machines. They have borrowed 935 books containing
9,575 records, 260 circulated the first year and 675 the second.

NATIONAL YOUTHS ADMINISTRATION: For the last two years
the Texas State Library had assighed to it, by the University
of Texas, students working under, first, Federal Emergency
Relief Administration and next, National Youths Administration.
Each year the library had five students working forty-three, later
forty-two hours a month each for nine months. These youths did
work that could not have been undertaken otherwise, as shifting
and reshelving several thousand volumes, typing and filing about
25,000 cards to an index to miscellaneous Texas material, assorting
and arranging Texas documents, arranging newspapers and mis-
cellaneous material, typing and indexing, packing, unpacking and
mending books. : ‘

MiIiLDEW OR MOLD ON MATERIAL IN BASEMENT. Owing to
the warm, humid condition of the atmosphere in the basement
of the capitol, the bound newspapers shelved there have been
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attacked by mildew for several summers. In an attempt to rid the
newspapers of this fungi, in 1935 the exposed parts of all the news-
papers affected were washed off with a saturated sclution of borax,
placed in the sun to dry and shellacked. It is feared that the treatment
was of little benefit as the mildew reappeared on some of the velumes
in 1936,

NEWSPAPER CHECK LIST. Cooperating with the Bibliographical
Society of America in its undertaking to publish a union list of
newspapers in American libraries and other institutions, the Texas
State Library furnished the society with an index to its holdings.
This index, consisting of some 600 cards, gives in detail the bulk
of the newspaper holdings of this libraty.

COOPERATION WITH TEXAS CENTENNIAL CENTRAL EXPOSI-
TION. Historical Material Contest. Under the auspices of the
Historical Advisory Committee of the Texas Centennial Cen-
tral Exposition, a contest for historical materfal was held. ‘The
Committee requested the Texas Library and Historical Com-
mission to grant Miss Harriet Smither, State Archivist, a leave
of absence from March I, through May 15, 1936, in order that she
might serve as vice-chairman of the contest. This was granted.
During her absence, Miss Helen T. Coffin, General Assistant, acted
as Archivist,

Archive Material Lent. At the request of the Committee on
Historical Exhibits, Texas Centennial Central Exposition, the
Texas Library and Historical Commission lent to the Committee
a collection of one-hundred and forty-three documents to be ex-
hibited in the State of Texas Building from September through
November, 1936, The tules and regulations governing the library
state that “Manuscripts belonging to the Texas State Library shall
in no case be taken from its own rooms or vaults, except when needed
in court, and then only in the custody of the State Librarian or-a
member of the State Library Staff.” However the Commission, at
‘a called meeting June 22, 1936, decided that this was an unpre-
cedented occasion and voted to lend the documents to be exhibited.
All possible precautions were taken by the Cowmmission for the
‘safety of the documents.

~ InDIvIDUAL LOANS, The circulation statistics given herewith
are for'loans made to individuals and groups. Statistics {or traveling
and school libraries are given in the report of the Assistant .ibrarian.
Statistics for the blind are given in the report on the work with the
blind. The total circulation of books from the main library for the
biennium was 23,282; of this number, 14,205 circulated the first
.year and 9,077 the second vear. ' ' '

Bexar County. The Bexar County Commissioners contracted with
the San Antonio Public Library for county library service. the .

$10,000 annually for the service. Various organizations of the county
contributed $1,500 for a bookmobile for the County Library. Bexar
’(%ounty Library is the fifteenth county library to be established in

exas.

The Texas Library Association, Miss Lucia F. Powell, president,
held its sixth biennial meeting in Austin, April 25-27, 1935, The
theme of the meeting was library planning for Texas.

Handbook of Texas Libraries, Number Four, Miss Julia Ideson,
editor, is a survey of Texas libraries, 1933-1934: a history of the
library movement in Texas; and a history of the Texas Library
Association from 1902 to date, and of the Southwestern Library
Association, 1922 to date. The Handbook was released for distri-
bution in July, 1935,

TRAVELING LIBRARIES. Traveling libraries are fixed collections
of fifty books each, selected to meet the needs and tastes of an
entire community and lent to any community in the State not hav-
ing access to a public library. The only cost is for transportation.
During the biennium two new libraries have been added making a
total of 83 libraries containing 4,150 volutmes. Sixteen communities
returned the librariess without circulation records, but available
statistics show that the 4,150 volumes circulated 31,136 times.
Owing to the much larger demand from high schools than from the
adult reading communities, traveling libraries numbers 2 through 21
have been made up of books especially suitable for high schools. In
85 of the 130 different stations served during the biennium, the
parent-teacher associations or the high school principals sponsored
the loan. New stations using this service are: Austonio, Bronson,
Brooksmith, Cameron, Cee Vee, Cleveland, Cooper, Corpus Christi.

SCHOOL LIBRARIES. School libraries are collections made up to
suit- the grade or material needed. Allowing for lost and worn-out
books and new books added during the biennium, there are now
1,951 volumes. During the biennium 232 collections totaling
5,587 volumes were sent to 167 stations. The returns show a cir-
culation of 17,093. The 83 new stations using this service are:

During the biennium 1,121 new volumes were added to the
traveling and school libraries. Their cost was §1,206,03. Seventy-
two books were lost and their cost to the library, $87.64 was paid.

CATALOGUING. During the biennium, 2,736 volumes in the
general collection were cataloged. Seven thousand three hundred and
sixteen cards were typed and filed in the public catalog. United
States government documents were cataloged and analyzed as follows:
Periodicals 169, serials 182, pamphlets 5,328, maps 229. Author
cards for 1,204 new books for the blind were made; 695 books for
demonstration libraries have been cataloged; an author and title
catalog to Texas material consisting of 3,575 cards copied from the
main catalog was made for the Division of Archives and History.
A large part of the Assistant Librarian's time for 1934-1935 was
given to rearranging and cataloging state documents for which no
statistics are -available.

DIVISION .OP ARCHIVES AND HISTO'RY
HARRIET SMITHER, Archivist

The Division of Archives and History in its repair work has
continued to concentrate on newspapers during the biennivm. The
files of the San Antonio Herald, Waco Examiner, Houston Tele-
graph, and many miscellaneous papers have been completed. Work on
the files of The Austin Statesman, San Antonio Express, Galveston
News, and Houston Post have been continued. About one hundred
and fifty repaired volumes have been rebound. '

The indexing of the Confederate muster rolls has been completed
save for a few miscellaneous rolls and fragments of rolls. About
100,000 cards have been made. The chronologizing of other Con-
federate papers in the Archives has been begun. The chronologizing
of the Governors' Letters has been completed through the papers of
E. J. Davis. The currency, bonds, treasury warrants and other -
obligations. of the Republic of Texas have been classified as to
denominations and issues. The rolls of military companies of the
Republic have been alphabetized by captains, as have also the rolls
of the Reserve Militia and State Gunard of 1870 and 1871, A mis-
cellaneous reference card index is being made, consisting at present
of some 40,000 cards. : :

Translations of current corresponidence from the Spanish during
the biennium are as follows: Governor's Office, one hundred thirty-

four; Board of Pardon Advisers, eight; Comptroller's Department,
two; miscellaneous, six; total, one hundred fifty. Twelve translations:
from the German were made for the Governor's Office and two from
the French. :

Ninety-six certifications of manuscripts were made. Thirty-nine
volumes of the Lamar Papers, five sets of the Journals of the Fourth
Congress of the Republic of Texas (three volumes to the set), and
three volumes of the Journals of the Secession Convention were sold.

The editorial work on the Journals of the Sixth Congress of the
Republic of Texas has been practically suspended because of the
pressure of other work. It is hoped that it can soon be resumed and
the work completed during the next bieanivm.

Additions to the archives by purchase are as follows: The Norton
Papers, about two hundred items covering the late Republic and the
early State; transcript of Peter Gallagher’s Diary of the Saata Fé
Expedition; manuscript history of the growth and culture of rice in
Texas; Diary of Israel Canfield, a Mier prisoner: Details (clothing
allowances, ration reports, etc.) of Army of Occupation at Houston,
Texas, 1865-1868, about 240 items; the Alexander Ewing Papers,
ninety-five items, 1825-1876.

LEGISLATIVE REFERENCE DIVISION
Doris H., CONNERLY, Librarian

This biennium, like recent ones, was marked by several spectal
sessions of the legislature. The Third Called Session of the Forty-
third Legislature was in session as the biennium opened and lasted
until September 25, 1934, It was soon followed by the Fourth
Called Sesston which lasted 30 days-—from OQctober 12 through
November 10, 1834, The Regular Session of the Forty-fourth
Legislature convened January 8, 1935, and adjourned May 11—
124 days. There were (wo called sessions later in the vear, the First
Called Session from September 16 through October 15, 1935,
and Second Called Session from October 16 through November 14.
Each of these sessions lasted the full 30 days allowed by the Con-
stitution, During the biennium the total number of full legislative
days amounted to 239, which was the same as during the preceding
biennium. There were, however, five additional days devoted to a
House ;nvestigation after adjournment of the Second Called Session
in 1935.

During all the sessions the (wo law student assistants worked
diligently with the special problems of the legislature. One worked
from 5:00 to 8:30 o'clock every evening in order to be nn hand
for inquiries from legislators. During these hours he prepared the
card index to the daily journals and also found time to keep up
with the classification of the regular pamphlet material. The other
assistant worked during the afternoons when she helped with in-
quiries and, in addition, kept the huge files of bills and daily
journals in order.

The two called sessions of 1935 were devoted mainly to the
four extremely important questions of old age assistance, liguor
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tegulation and taxation, motor vehicle operator’s license, and a new
law to take the place of the fee system for local officers. The first
and last were problems entirely new to Texas, having been authorized
by recent amendments to the State Constitution. During the summer
of 1935, in anticipation of the special sessions, this division made
particular effort to collect the latest and most complete material from
every state on the two highly controversial problems of old age
assistance and liquor control. This material proved to be very helpful
and was used by the Auditor’s office in preparation of data for the
Governor and Legislature, and was also in constant demand by
individual members of the Legislature.

After the long stretch of sessions for the past seven vears the
comparative quiet of the months from December, 1935, to June,
19346, was a welcome breathing spell which enabled -the division to
repair some of the ravages to the pamphlet files. These files were
shifted and rearranged and much new material was added. During
June and July, 1936, we were occupied mainly with requests from
candidates facing the July primary for information concerning
recent legislation and particularly the attitudes of opponents who
had served in the Legislature. During August we have been devoting
most of our attention to the guestion of unemployment insurance,
which is now receiving much attention over the State because of
the United States Social Secutity Act, :

Distribution of State documents requires more and. more time as
most libraries are taking an increasing interest in such reports and
write in almost daily for back numbers of incomplete files. In
addition, we mail out such documents only three times a vear now
instead of eight or ten times as we were able to do before mailing
and express appropriations wete cut, This results in long delays
during which many requests are received asking why certain reports
have not been sent. The wrapping of the bulky packages takes more
time than the frequent small shipments when manila ¢nvelopes
could be used, '

During the btennium 22 legislative publications were sent to 60
libraries—a total of 1,320 items. In addition 217 other state
documents were sent to each of 150 libraries, a total of 32,550
items, Altogether, about 33,000 items were sent out in regular
shipments, which does not include odd numbers for special requests
or a growing list of law libraries to which we send the annual reports
of the Texas Civil Judicial Council. This vear it has been necessary
to hold a large number of documents for mailing after the new fiscal
year begins because our mailing fund is so low.

The little Texas bulletin is still in demand in spite of the fact
that in 1936 the Texas Centennial Exposition distributed a great
variety of handsome literature of the same nature. About 700 copies
of our bulletin were sent out during the past two years, most requests
for it coming during the school year. The little directory of Texas
State officials is in steady demand. The last edition was that of
July 1, 1935, but we expect to issue a supplement in September,
1936, In Januvary, 1935, a seven page mimeographed bulletin was
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prepared by this division about the capitol and has proved useful.
It consists of a verbatim copy of that part of the Seventh Biennial
Report of the Board of Control which describes the capitol and othet
public buildings in Austin, as well as the State Cemetery and State
parks. This is the best and meost recent information of this sort
available. Our bulletin was prepared with the consent of the Board
of Control. :

Following a suggestion by this division Senator Grady Woodruff
introduced Senate Resolution 58 at the Regular Session of the Forty-
fourth Legislature, in 1935, and it was duly adopted by the Senate.
It provided for the printing by the Senate of 5,000 copies of the .
Texas Constitution, to be distributed by the Texas State Library.
The printing was not done until the fitst part of the year 1936 as it
was decided best to include the amendments which were adopted
during August, 1935. This proved a very happy action and approxi-
mately 4,000 copies have beent mailed out, with requests still coming
in.

The Statesman’s Year Book has been checked each September,
and similar information is compiled, from time to time, for other
organizations and publications. Probably the most detailed work of
this nature was the checking of statutes, laws and journals of Texas
for the Public Document Clearing House, which is making a complete
checklist of such publications for each state. This checking required
‘listing of the paging of each volume, which was somewhat difficult
in the case of laws and journals of the Republic of Texas and of the
earlier legislatures of the state.

Digests of bills on various subjects, showing disposition of each
bill, were prepared on such subjects as: public utility bills in the
Forty-fourth Legislature; Governor Allred’s messages to the Legis-
lature in 1935; measures relating to land use and waters in 1935;
a- history of the State Juvenile Training School; history of poet
laureate resolutions and appointments in Texas; list of public utility
measures from 1926 to 1936; survey of outstanding legislation of
the Forty-second, Forty-third and Forty-fourth Legislatures; loan
and investment laws of 1935; social hygiene, social security, labor
and education measures introduced at the Regular Session of the
Forty-fourth Legislature. :

The above list shows the type of inquiries received from govern-
mental and sociological organizations, but is not a complete record
of such questions.

The card index to special reports and surveys, as contained in the
House and Senate Journals for the period from 1900 to 1935,
inclusive, has been completed and has already tepaid the time spent
in its preparation. As a sort of by-product, a list of memorial pages
in the journals was also made, under the names of the persons so
honored. and this should also be useful. All of this information
has been hidden in the journals of the various sessions up to this
time, although most of it is of the greatest value and is not found
in any other place. , )

The index cards which have been prepared from the daily journals
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tor the past several years have been worked into a combined index
which should grow increasingly valuable as a short cut to measures
introduced during a period of many years. At present it is necessary
to consult the indexes of both House and Senate Journals for every
session, which is a tedious method. '

Altogether the past two years has been a period of activity rather
than of study, but some slight advance has been made.

LIBRARY GAINS. According to the 1926 Survey of public library
facilities made by the American Library Association, Texas ranked
42nd and 709% of the people were without access to free libraries:
the 1936 Survey ranked the State 39th and 65% of the people are
without libraries. '

Biennial Reports of the Texas Library and Historical Commission
reveal where the gains are. In 1928 the Commission listed 43 tax
supported and 85 club libraries; in 1936 it lists 60 tax supported
and 115 club libraries.

The cohesiveness of the professional organization, the warm
support given state-wide library plans by library trustees and
awakened citizen interest in better libraries are important evidences
of improved library concepts.

THE FIELD. The undeveloped library field of Texas is as fol-
lows: 3,788,996 Texas people without access to free libraries,
3,190,250 of them rural people; 147 counties in which there is no
library: 34 towns above 5,000 in population and hundreds of
smaller towns in which there is no library. The average spent in
Texas for public library support is less than 10 cents per capita: the
average spent nationally is 37 cents and the leading library states
spend one dollar per capita. The membership map of the American
Library Association shows that the Southwestern region, of which
Texas is the dominant state, has fewer librarians than any section;
even the Southeastern region has twice as many.

THE EXTENSION DIVISION. To cultivate this vast field, Texas
employs one extension worker. She has a traveling fund of $400
a year and $500 is allocated for the purchase of demonstration
books. Including the salary of the worker, $2,400 is the total cost
of the Division; Texas spends twice as much to watch for moths
on potatoes. By way of comparison, Louisiana has spent $18,000
on its extension work for some years and its State Department of
Education employs a trained librarian to work for improved school
libraries in addition.

The legislators’ question “How many libraries have been estab-
lished?”” cannot be answered satisfactorily on such a budget. No good
librarian would boast of a few minor gains in the face of such library
needs; neither would he view it with resignation.
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ASSISTANCE BY LETTER. Hundreds of requests are received for
specific library help. Planning and remodeling library buildings,
cataloguing, classification, book selection, financial records, infor-
mation on library schools and on the Texas library law are requests
most frequently received. Data requested by national library organ-
izations and agencies are supplied in this Division. W. P. A, library
projects have greatly increased the office work for a year. The
workers ask for library advice and demand large quantities of books
on long-time loans. With the Texas State Library’s inadequate book
supply, it is impossible to get lasting benefits for Texas libraries

out of the vast amounts of Federal money now being expended on
library projects. '

PLACEMENT. Lists of available librarians are sent occasionally
to school superintendents and library trustees. Fourteen graduate
librarians have been helped to secure places throngh this office during
the biennium. Texas is still losing many of its best librarians to
other states.

Booxks AND BULLETINS. The field worker now has fourteen
demonstration libraries ranging from 150 to 300 volumes. These
collections are loaned to counties in which there is marked interest
in county libraries. The 2,251 volomes had a circulation of 23,421
in 1935-36, a fraction more than 10 times for each volume.

Books and bulletins on library establishment and administration
are circulating freely. Texas shared in demonstrations financed by the
Carnegie Corporation and the Rosenwald Fund and the published
reports of these library experiments are valuable to librarians and
trustees. Barketr's Libraries of the South, Wilson and Wight's
County Library Service in rhe South, and Joeckel's The Govern-
ment of the American Public Library supply data and guidance
without which intelligent library planning in Texas is impossible.

FIELD WORK. Effort has been concentrated this biennium upon
trying to bring library standards a little nearer the national level:
adequate support and more energetic and skilled libraty workers
have been emphasized; the state-wide library plan adopted by the
Texas Library Association and the legislation necessary to make it
effective have been publicized constantly. Field trips have included:

[6 to municipal libraries.
10 to county libraries.
3 to schools.
5 to ¢olleges.
1 to a state institution.
13 conferences have been held with library boards.
11 with commissioners’ courts.

Addresses have been made on library subjects at meetings attended
by approximately 2,070 people, as follows:

14 women’s clubs, city and county.
3 district teachers’ meetings..
4 men's service clubs.
2 meetings of county judges and commissioners.
Professional meetings have been attended as follows:
1 American Library Association, Denwver, 1935,
8 regional and county meetings.
The field worker spoke at four of these meetings and pre-
sided at two.

APPOINTMENT. 'The field worker was elected first vice-president
of the League of Library Commissions at the meeting in Richmond,
Virginia, May, 1936. She represents the Texas Library Association
on the Educational Commitiece of the Texas Planning Board and
serves on state and regional library association committees, .. -

FUNCTION AND OBJECTIVES. The function of a state’s library
extension division is to stimulate thought and interest in libraries
by means of verbal and written publicity; to aid communities
trying to establish new libraries and those endeavoring to im-
prove the services offered by existing libraries: to. interpret library
“values to other agencies and organizations; to work for sound library
legislation fot the state, and to relate the library progress of the state
to that of the nation. Active extension divisions. in other states have
been of immense value in providing a foundation program of library
service and making the facilities for informal education available to
all citizens, voung and old. Such worthwhile work cannot be done
in Texas with the present appropriation. It is hoped that the true
function of an extension division can be so clearly defined to legis-
lators that workers and funds will be provided for the expansxon of
the division.

RECOMMENDATIONS

The following recommendations are submitted for your careful
consideration:

STATE LIBRARY BUILDING, A State Library Bliilding is needed
and unti! this is obtained additional space should be provideéd.
The space occupied by the libtary is now much ovet-ctowded. This
slows down work and lessens efficiency. The lack of fire-proof
protection to the invaluable state documents and other material
causes grave concern,

ADEQUATE SUPPORT. The Texas State Library has never had
adequate support. Salaries are much lower than. those of librarians
in other states doing similar wotk, and are the lowest of any depart-
ment in this state doing work requiting professional training of the
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same level. Increase in staff is needed in every division of the library.
The appropriation has always been so small that the purpose for
which the library is maintained cannot be carried on as it should be.

STATE AID To PuUBLIC LIBRARIES administered through the
Texas State Library Extension Division is necessary for public
" library development. For various reasons, recognized generally, it is
becoming increasingly difficult for libraries to be maintained by local
gcovernment—demands for library service have increased and appro-
priations have decreased; tax limitations and purposes for which
taxes may be levied are fixed by law; revenues are being shifted from
local communities to state and federal government. It is now generally
recognized that libraries are a part of the public educational system.
State aid would stimulate local communities to contribute their share
to the support of their libraries and to maintain the required
standards necessary to obtain state aid; it would make possible the
equalization of library opportunities for all. Last vear Illinois
granted $600,000 for state aid and Ohio granted $100,000, The
Texas Library Association is sponsoring a plan to ask the Forty-
fifth Leglslature for state aid to libraries.

The amendment to the county library law passed by the Forty-
fourth Legislature, Regular Session, was regretted by librarians of
Texas generally, as it weakened the law by lowering the standards
of librarianship. This amendment renders a county librarian's cer-
tificate permanent after the librarian has served as county librarian
of any county in Texas.

The Board met May 22, 1935, in the office of the State Librarian
in order to revise its rules and regulations to conform to the county
library law as amended. The proposal to prepare a circelar-of in-
formation to applicants was approved,

The Board met July 29, 1936, in the office of the State Librarian.
The rules and regulations as revised May 22, 1935, were revised by
striking out the sentence in Article IV in regard to renewal of cer-
tificates. As the term of Mrs. Sullivan had expired, the Board elected
Miss Wood as her successor. It was the sense of the Board that it
approve rotation of its members.

Under the law, certificates of all county librarians who had been
employed as county librarians became permanent. The following
certificates are valid August 31, 1936:
